With 71st Division of 3rd Army
in^ Austria — There had been little
German resistance for the past day
and~as Company I of the 71st In-
fantry Division's 66th Regiment
rested before crossing one' more
river barrier in the closing days of
the war, Pfc. William W.. . Bennett
of R. D. 1, was showing his battle
trophies to a soldier from a passing
engineer outfit. Proudly he hand*
ed the stranger one of his treas-
ures— «, vest-pocket size revolver.
